Officers arrived on the scene when they observed the victim lying unresponsive in the 
driveway of the residence; she was suffering from an apparent gunshot wound. 
 
Birmingham Fire and Rescue personnel arrived on the scene and pronounced the victim 
deceased.  
 
The preliminary investigation suggests an unknown suspect(s) shot the victim while she 
was outside her residence. The suspect fled the scene.
